London. He is a GB Squash player and is  
currently ranked 14th in the world.   

In 2008, he won the Wolverhampton Open 
before going on to clinch his best ever 
success in the World Open in Manchester., 
Adrian saved three game balls to open up a 
surprise 2/1 lead over No2 seed Gregory 
Gaultier – then saved a total of three match 
balls before clinching a sensational 9-11, 12-
10, 14-12, 1-11, 13-11 victory over the twice 
runner-up from France in 98 minutes.
"This is a massive step for me - definitely my 
best result by far," said Grant afterwards. 
"His record here is unbelievable."
Congratulations to Adrian for winning 
gold at the 2010 Commonwealth Games
Adrian and his dad Trevor are very keen to 
raise the profile of squash in the borough. 
They are currently setting up a junior squash 
club at the Bridge.
